Do not let chemical substances get under the gloves 
through the cuff. If a chemical substance reaches the skin, wash it away immediately with plenty of 
water with soap. If the gloves get punctured, torn or broken during their use, take them off and put on 
the new ones. Avoid using gloves dirty in the inside as they may cause irritation leading to skin 
inflammation or more serious damages. The gloves should not be used in contact with open fire and to 
protect against any sharp tools. The gloves are not intended for welding, electric shock protection, 
ionizing radiation or from the effect of hot or cold objects.
This information does not reflect the actual duration of protection in the workplace and the    
between mixtures and pure chemicals.
Degradation results indicate the change in puncture resistance of the gloves after exposure to the 
challenge chemical. The chemical penetration resistance has been assessed under laboratory 
conditions from samples taken from the palm only (except in case where glove is equal to or over 
400 mm – where the cuff is tested also) and relates only to the chemical tested and to the tested 
specimen. It can be different if the chemical is used in a mixture.
The penetration resistance has been assessed under laboratory conditions and relates only to the 
tested specimen. It is recommended to check that the gloves are suitable for the intended use 
because the conditions at the workplace may differ from the type test depending on the temperature, 
abrasion and degradation.
When used, protective gloves may provide less resistance to the dangerous chemical due to changes 
in physical properties. Movements, snagging, rubbing, degradation caused by the chemical contact etc. 
may reduce the actual use time significantly. For corrosive chemicals, degradation can be the most 
important factor to consider in selection of chemical resistant gloves.
Gloves are suitable for special purposes as they are protective gloves where risk of injury to the 
wrist is considered to be minimal, gloves are shorter than EN ISO 21420 min. length requirement.

Some gloves may contain components known to be a possible cause of allergy for person allergic to 
them, who may develop contact irritation and/or allergic reaction. In case of an allergic reaction, seek 
medical assistance immediately.

Used gloves can be contaminated with contagious or other hazardous substances. They should be 
disposed of in accordance with local regulation. Gloves should be buried or burned under controlled 
conditions.
